· From its junction with Tiln Lane in a north-easterly direction for 10 metres

RICHMOND ROAD, RETFORD (the south-east side)
· From its junction with Tiln Lane in a north-easterly direction for 12 metres

THE SHETLANDS, RETFORD (both sides)
· From its junction with Tiln Lane in an easterly direction for 10 metres

TILN LANE, RETFORD (the north-east side)
· From a point 10 metres north of its junction with Elmwood Close in a southerly direction to a point 10 metres south of that junction

· From a point 10 metres north of its junction with Richmond Road in a southerly direction to a point 12 metres south of that junction

· From a point 10 metres north of its junction with The Shetlands in a southerly direction to a point 10 metres south of that junction
