Route 6 - Conway Road to Burton

Constraints

It is proposed to provide a route on Burton Road from Colwick Loop Road to Station Road, Carlton.

The route will be a mixture of on and off road facilities. Utilising an existing service road to the west and then joining onto a
widened west bound footway to a minimum of 2.5m.

The Burton Road/Colwick Loop Road signalised junction will be upgraded to allow use for cyclists directing users onto a signed
on carriageway route on Conway Road.

Carriageway realignment will widen the footway on approach and under the mineral line bridge. This will allow relocation of
existing bus stop currently creating a pinch point.

Relevant cycle facility and directional signage to be erected.
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Cross fall and level of existing footway in relation to carriageway.Detailed design will be required to analyse realignment in
relation to drainage and Statutory Undertakers Plant.
